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Queensland Physiotherapy Clinical Educators Network (QPCEN)
Objectives

The Queensland Physiotherapy Clinical Educator Network (QPCEN) is a Queensland Health based network which aims to:

· Promote clinical education for students and staff and support of clinical educators new to clinical education 
· Promote and support best practice in clinical education.
· Provide an open and supportive environment for clinical educators.
· Contribute to improved efficiency in the development of learning programs and resources.

· Inform and provide feedback on the state-wide co-ordination of physiotherapy clinical education for students and new graduates. 

· Foster clinical education research.

Projected outcomes 

The projected outcomes of the Queensland Physiotherapy Clinical Educator Network include:

· Facilitated sharing of knowledge, experience and innovations among Physiotherapy clinical educators

· Identification of gaps in physiotherapy clinical education skills, resources and knowledge

· Facilitated sharing and development of clinical education resources 

· Identification of opportunities for multidisciplinary clinical education and other contemporary clinical education approaches

· Promotion of clinical education within the physiotherapy profession

· Promotion of and engagement in clinical education research as able

· Maintenance of close links with other Physiotherapy Clinical Networks to enhance communication and prevent duplication
Membership

Queensland Physiotherapy Clinical Educator Network membership is classified in the three categories listed below.

QPCEN Members:
Membership open to all Queensland Health (QH) and Mater Health Services Brisbane (MHSB) physiotherapists involved in clinical education and training of students or staff.  

QPCEN Members are encouraged to regularly attend QPCEN (teleconference) meetings and actively contribute to the ongoing projects of the QPCEN.  

QPCEN Affiliated members:

Membership open to all Queensland Health as well as non-Queensland Health physiotherapists involved in clinical education and training of students or staff in Queensland.  This may include (but is not limited to) physiotherapists working in other Queensland Government Departments, Non Government Organisations (NGOs) and private practice.  An affiliated membership includes QPCEN email updates with attendance at QPCEN meetings and involvement in QPCEN projects encouraged as able.
Queensland University Representatives: 

Queensland University representatives are invited to participate in QPCEN meetings in order to:

· Provide QPCEN members and affiliated members with any updates from their respective universities

· Collaborate with QPCEN Members on any joint QPCEN/University projects

· Respond to any QPCEN questions / concerns

· Understand any issues being addressed by the QPCEN and offer potential solutions or other information to assist 

Frequency of Meetings
Quarterly whole of network meetings (teleconference) with an aim to meet face to face at least once per year.
QPCEN aim to provide 4-5 state-wide professional development video-conferences per year with a focus on profession specific clinical education topics.
